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The process of demolition began in
January 2009 and the new building was
completed at the end of 2009.

As well as the new four bedroom house
(three rooms for service users and the
other for sleep-in staff) - a sensory room,

staff office, meeting room and laundry room were also created to benefit all the
residents on the campus. A new driveway and extra car parking spaces have also

been constructed.

The house boasts modern environmental
features such as a solar thermal water
heating system which uses energy from
the sun to reduce demand on the main
boiler and a rainwater harvesting tank
which  will  reduce mains  water
consumption by up to 50%. The property
also has a high energy efficiency rating
which will further reduce running costs.
